The only scheduled stops we make now are at Austins Place, serving about 14
woman, and C-U at Home, serving about 50 men. All 64 of these men and
women have no other shelter options, and are Champaign Urbana's chronic
homeless.

In addition to the drops we are making at the shelters, the drivers are driving
around looking for individuals on the street at night, building a phone number list
for our street friends that refuse to shelter. Text messages connect the drivers
each night with our friends so we can locate them and make sure they have what
they need.

We are still counting on all of our supporters for the needed donations to support
the Canteen Run efforts. If you are able to donate t-shirts, underwear, or other
items, please message us, and we will arrange to pick up those items from you.
