Our middle
hymn lyric is the refreshingly newest of the standard (and old)
others, When Memory Fades; as we gather for our annual congre-
gational meeting, we remember our past. This hymn makes note
of brothers and sisters for whom memory has betrayed them.
The tune is a memorable, old chestnut.
